Strand: Art Theme: My Neighbourhood

Learning outcomes:

Task

The students used the theme of My Neighbourhood and the Art strand as their stimulus. They created
observational drawings from their own photographs and from direct observation with the intention of
completing a realised painting/drawing.

Background

The students started by exploring the themes and quickly picked My Neighbourhood. Preliminary sketches
and photographs dictated the direction of each students work. This was followed by experimentation with
various techniques and media, such as watercolour washes, oil pastel blending, acrylic impasto, pencil
blending, etc. The development of their work was inspired the by their research of an artist. The students
were encouraged to use elements from their paintings e.g., colour, composition, paint techniques in their
realised work.

This Classroom-Based Assessment was created in the school year 2021-22 and was guided by what was deemed
practical and safe at the time in line with public health advice.




Teacher annotations using the success criteria

The annotations capture observations by the teacher, using the features of quality, with a view
to establishing the level of achievement this work reflects. The annotations and judgments were
confirmed by a Quality Assurance group, consisting of practising teachers and representatives
of the NCCA, the Inspectorate, the State Exams Commission and the Junior Cycle for Teachers

support service.

Teacher annotations

The work submitted shows a good understanding of the art elements.

The student’s drawing skills have developed during the project showing a confidence in

perspective and scale drawing.

The student’s level of engagement was good throughout the CBA, as evidenced by their

exploration and levels of achievement with a variety of media.
The student explored the work of Van Gogh by trying to emulate the artist’s techniques.

The student was confident in selecting their image and media for their realised painting and made
all their own colour mixing decisions. They had the confidence to take the initiative in which

techniques to use and in paint application.
